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The isle of beauty more than merits its name; red mountains, pine
forests, chestnut groves, and rock formations tumble down into
the turquoise blue sea, giving you a hint of the many glorious sites
to be discovered.

Calvi has become the tourism and finance capital of the Balagne,
in the North of Corsica.

The special charm of Lumio lies in the small pedestrian lanes that
make up the village centre.

The road skirts around the village, passing through the square,
which is the central meeting place for local residents.

The Fesch Museum in Ajaccio houses one of the largest collections
of Italian paintings in France.

The magnificent Bonifacio is a medieval city, isolated from the rest
of the island, and looking out over the sea from its vantage point
on a rocky headland 6o metres above sea-level.

Sartene has retained its authentic ‘Corsican’ feel, and the Museum
of Ancient History teaches about the region’s wide collection of
megalithic monuments.

And, of course, Corsica would not be the same without her
indigenous culture and traditions: the ancient polyphonic chants,
and the famous local cuisine, based on cheeses and meats from the
mountains.
